TUITION

We operate solely on tuition. In addition to our full
time Montessori program, our tuition includes many
unique programs and services including: meals,
dual-language instruction or Spanish enrichment for
all classrooms, a child developmental specialist, as
well as an on-site nurse. In addition each campus
has full time staff to teach music and movement- all
included in the tuition.

SECURITY DEPOSIT

A security deposit of $1,500 is paid to secure a space
when enrolling a child at the school. This is refunded
after an enrolled student graduates and the 60-day
withdrawal notice requirement is satisfied. This
balance will be applied against any amounts still
owed. The security deposit is non-refundable to
those who secure a position and then rescind
without having started at the offered time.

SIBLING DISCOUNT

A sibling discount of 10% is offered to families who
have one or more children enrolled in the school
simultaneously. This discount is applied to the oldest
child’s tuition amount after the younger child is
physically in attendance.

SECURITY FEE

A $500 Security fee will be due at the time of
enrollment. This fee goes directly to pay for full time
security at the school and will be assessed yearly
after the initial payment. This fee only applies to
our Northside campus.
